POSTER CONTEST RULES  
 
1. Must submit the posters to the Chairperson of the CNOA in their 

respective Region.  
 
2. Posters must be submitted to the Regional Chairperson by the close of business on May 31, 

(yyyy).  
 
3. Regional Chairpersons will submit the posters to CNOA Headquarters’ staff during the 

June (yyyy) Executive Board Meeting or as previously arranged.  
 
4. Students must stay with the theme of, “Say No To Drugs”.  
 
5. Parents may assist and help the student to come up with ideas, but they may not do any of 

the poster work.  
 
6. Students may use any art skills or drawing tools they have.  
 
7. Computers may be used for ideas, but not for the artwork, drawing, writing or printing.  
 
8. All artwork, writing and printing must be done by hand or with hand tools, (i.e. pencils, 

erasers, colored pencils, markers, crayons, rulers, protractors, compasses, etc.).  
 
9. All posters are to be done on 22-inch by 28-inch poster board or drawing paper.  
 
10. All posters must be submitted to the Region by May 31, (yyyy). NO EXCEPTIONS!
